1. Set the Command Center’s Housecode dial to match the X10 Modules you want it to
control.

2. SettheCommand Center’ sslideswitchfor thegroup of X 10 M odulesyouwant to control
fromitshbuttons (1-4 or 5-8).

3. Plug the Command Center into any convenient AC outlet.

4. Plug alamp or applianceinto an X10 Lamp or Appliance Module (sold separately).

Tocontrol M odulesfromtheCommand Center’ sbuttons:

1. Pressthe corresponding number button(s) for the X10 Module(s) you want to control.
E.G.,1,2,3,0r4(or5,6,7,0r8).

2. Pressthe ON or OFF button to turn the X10 Module(s) on and off.

3. Tobrightenor dimlightsconnectedtoX10Lamp M odulesand Wall SwitchModules(sold
separately), first press the corresponding number button(s), then press and hold the
Bright or Dim button until the desired brightness level is reached.

4. PresstheAll LightsOntoturnon ALL lightsconnectedto LampModulesand Wall Switch
Modules (set to the same Housecode as the Command Center).

5. Pressthe All Units Off to turn off ALL X210 Modules (set to the same Housecode asthe
Command Center) including Appliance Modules. Note, All Lights On and All Units Off
affect all 16 Unit Codes (not just 1to 4 or 5to 8).

Y ou can control Modulesin groupshby pressing 1, 2, 3,and 4 (or 5, 6, 7, and 8), followed by
On, Off, Bright, or Dim. Modulessetto 1, 2, 3,and 4 (or 5, 6, 7, and 8) will thenturnonand
off, or brighten and dim at the sametime (asagroup).

Tocontrol Modulesfroman X 10 Universal Remote: Follow thesetup procedureintheowner’s
manual for the Universal Remoteto set it up to work with the IR543 Command Center.

» Check the Housecode on the Command Center is set to the same Housecode as your
Modules.

» Check the position of the 1-4/5-8 switch on the Command Center.
